County and Borough Councillor Updates
a) Nottinghamshire County Council (NCC) Update
(Cllr N Clarke)
Cllr Clark informed Council that as of a Meeting on Thursday 27/5 he will be taking on the role as Chairman of NCC Environment, a portfolio including Highways, Flooding and Environmental issues. Of key interest he will be reviewing Highways Operations and looking at other contractual issues. No update had yet been offered 

by Highways on revised or extended areas for speed limits.
b) Rushcliffe Borough Council (RBC) Update 

(Cllr T Combellack)
Cllr Combellack updated Council on a recent meeting with local Farmers, who had requested more policing and more cross-border policing. About 20 attendees including representatives of Leicestershire & Nottinghamshire Police. A key complaint was that Local Tipping & thefts on and from farms were not being followed up / investigated. It was noted that there is an increasing emphasis from the new Police Commissioner on Rural Policing, with greater support for Farm Watch. 
Cllrs Mcguirk reported no further damage at St Marys since the recent police visit and since Police and Camera operation advisory signs had been put in place.

Village Hall Management Committee (VHMC) Update
Cllr Jennings informed Council that at the June VHMC meeting the Village Hall Acoustics and the potential installation of a hearing loop and Wi-Fi were all on the agenda. An online Village Hall Booking System was planned and a new 100 Club was also being considered.

Planning Considerations
A) Council NOTED that outcomes of RBC Planning Applications are now taking in excess of 16 weeks. 8 weeks is the National Planning Framework stated norm, with a possible extension to 13 weeks with the written consent of the applicant.
Cllr Combellack reported that she was aware of this problem. Planning Officers not communicating appeared to be the main cause for delays, with notices, comments and decisions not being correctly posted on the web portal, further raising the likelihood of applicants appealing.
